Introduction

The Event & Objectives

The event will be officially launched by Deputy Prime Minister, Dr Tony Tan on 29th June 2003 and closed on 29th Aug 2003 by First Lady, Mrs SR Nathan.

The sheer magnitude and uniqueness of the 50-feet x 20 feet collage of the Singapore map hopes to raise $1 million for the President’s Challenge and the Canberra Community Centre Building Fund.  

The collage will give every person an opportunity to make a difference in the Guinness Book of World Record with their donation and will be permanently “enshrined” in the new Canberra Community Centre’s auditorium and another copy will be placed at Changi Airport Terminal 3 and at the Esplanade.

With the theme of “Smile, Singapore”, we hope to invite your volunteer ensemble of dancers, singers or musicians to come, spread cheer and make a difference at the Novena Square for the 6 weekends from 12th July to 17th August.  With roadshows by Mediacorp artistes, schools’ Cheerleading competition we are organising and with the presence of your performance group, the venue is expected to attract 500,000 people during the entire month!  

The 16 x 12 feet stage will come with lightings and sound system.  Changing rooms will also be provided.
